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representatives have saved all 
of us considerable expense  
(e.g. hurricane cleanup) and 
has obviated the need for any 
assessments.

From our President  

Treasurerôs Report 

As a result of the various cost 
savings, operational improve-
ment programs and mild 
weather the POA finished the 
2007 calendar year with a re-
corded surplus. This surplus 
was a result of budget under 
runs in the following areas: 
utilities, lawn care, fertilizer 
and administrative expenses.  
Additionally, the POA has 
reversed its historic negative 
cash flow to a positive cash 
flow with the assistance of the 
communities paying and or 
prepaying their monthly as-

sessments on time and in full. 

The POA has completed its 
consolidated plan to manage 
its reserves and currently has 
82% of its reserves yielding an 
average of 4.75% in FDIC 
guaranteed certificates of de-
posit. The certificates are 
stacked and currently come 
due each month commencing 
March through September 08 
and will be rolled over accord-
ingly. 

The POA is closing the books 
on the 2007 year and is in 

process of reversing some of 
the operating surplus back to 
reserves to soften the impact 
of potential non budgeted 
expenses to our community. 
The exact figure is not cur-
rently available but it will be at 
least $82,000. 

As for 2008, providing that 
the weather continues to co-
operate and we do not have 
heavy storm and or hurricane 
damage the POA will enjoy 
another year of financial 
growth and stability. 
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
